The Rules of Golf qualification requirements that are set for CDGA-administered championships 
and qualifiers DO NOT apply to Social Competitions. All Blue Coats are welcome to volunteer at 
any of the events below. To make the day run smoothly, it is imperative that we have Blue Coat 
involvement at all CDGA Social Competitions. Assignments for Social Competitions are 
completed each month and sent in the monthly Blue Coat email.   
 

CDGA Net Better Ball Series (5 Event Days) 
CDGA Two-Person Scramble Series (8 Event Days) 
CDGA Four-Person Scramble Series (7 Event Days) 

CDGA Mixed Championship (1 Event Day) 
CDGA Family Stableford Championship (1 Event Day) 

CDGA Super Senior Championship (1 Event Day) 
CDGA Senior Trifecta (4 Event Days) 

CDGA Women’s Trifecta (4 Event Days) 
CDGA / VGA 2-Person Veteran’s Cup Series (5 Event Days) 

 
The primary role of a Blue Coat at a CDGA Social Competition will be roving the course. Blue 
Coats may also be asked to assist with registration or scoring. Ideally, each event will have 2-4 
Blue Coats assigned. If an event is oversubscribed, you may not receive an assignment. Every 
effort will be made to ensure that a Blue Coat who is given “No Assignment” for one event will 
be given an assignment for another. 
 
Any rulings will need to be radioed to the on-site CDGA staff member. 
 
Important event information will be sent to assigned Blue Coats 3-5 days prior to the 
tournament.
